Internally the property briefly comprises an open-plan lounge-diner, kitchen, utility room, office/second lounge (alternatively would suit use as
a fourth bedroom), and upstairs there are three double bedrooms and family bathroom. Externally the property benefits from a front garden,
landscaped garden to the rear, and tandem driveway.

The Living Space
Pop your car on the drive and be welcomed into this cosy abode through a handy front entrance
vestibule – a convenient spot to keep shoes and coats tidy and out the way. The vestibule opens
onto the open plan lounge-diner which spans from front to back. The lounge aspect is situated
to the front with a gas fire holding the centre of the room, and to the rear is the dining area
where glass sliding doors pour in natural light and open onto the back garden. 

The kitchen sits at the front of the home and benefits from a contemporary design, underfloor
heating and plinth heater, and a range of integrated appliances including dishwasher, oven,
microwave, 4-plate electric hob and extractor. The wood cupboards complement the black
worktop and tiled floor, and inset unit lighting creates a trendy modern vibe. Adding to this
property’s practicality for family life, there is also a utility room and guest WC.

In addition to the open plan lounge-diner, the property benefits from another versatile room on
the ground floor looking onto the back garden, which is suitable for a variety of uses – ideal as a
home office, snug, or playroom for the kids! Alternatively, the room could easily be used a
fourth double bedroom.

The Bedrooms & Bathroom
This homely dormer bungalow offers three double bedrooms, providing ample space for all the
family. Each bedroom is well presented in good condition, and the bedrooms to the front take
advantage of lovely countryside views – a lovely sight to wake up to.

The family bathroom is of a contemporary finish with tiled floor and chrome fittings, and
benefits from a 4-piece suite including corner bath, walk-in shower, wash basin with integral
storage unit, and WC, plus there’s added the perk of underfloor heating!

The Outdoor Space
The glass sliding doors of the open plan living space open onto the private landscaped rear
garden, where an elevated lawn sits next to a flagged patio area, providing a secluded spot to
sit back and relax with family and friends on warm summer’s days, and a safe place for the kids
to play too.

To the front the home also benefits from a garden area made private by the bushes on the front
boundary, as well as a gated tandem drive which leads down the side of the house.

The Location
Situated near the top of Cranberry Lane in the sought-after Cranberry residential area of
Darwen, where the convenience of nearby amenities allows this home to be practical for daily
life, while being just a hop skip and jump from beautiful countryside and green spaces – the
best of both worlds!
