The Living Space

The hallway welcomes you inside and gives a grand first impression with it's high
vaulted ceiling and spacious proportions, which continues into the living room -
this space is bright and airy owing to its high ceiling and plentiful natural light
which streams in through the large windows and doors onto the side patio. With
the opportunity to modernise, this space with its unique design features could
be made into an amazing contemporary lounge.

Off the hallway is the kitchen-diner which also provides scope for
modernisation, though is a good size and has potential to knock through to
create attractive open plan living. The current kitchen comprises a Neff four plate
hob, double oven, double sink with drainer and mixer tap, in addition to
plumbing for the washer/dryer. And the external door onto the gardens adds
further practical use for those warm summer days.

The Bedrooms & Bathroom
