Nestled within a quaint rural hamlet set amidst the peaceful green countryside of Pickup Bank is this four-bedroom semi-detached stone
farmhouse, complete with equestrian facilities and 3 acres of grazing land. 

Brimming with character and charm while featuring contemporary interiors, as well as boasting an enviable countryside spot, this cosy yet
spacious property is ideal for those who enjoy a rural lifestyle, particularly one of an equestrian nature!

After driving down the country lane, passing by the neighbouring sheep and horses in fields at either side, you immediately notice the quiet and
peaceful countryside ambience. Let’s take a closer look…

A Cosy & Contemporary Farmhouse
A tiled entrance hallway – suitable for muddy paws and wet boots – lies behind the front door which is
accessed via the private front garden. The living room is situated to the right of the entrance hallway,
where an open fire holds the centre of the room, a window seat is perched below the decorative mullion
glass overlooking the garden, and exposed beams line the ceiling. An open fire will be such a delight
during colder wintery days… The sound of crackling logs and the orange glow of the flickering flames
creating a cosy, warm, homely feeling.

On the opposite side of the hallway lie two more reception rooms – the first of which is currently used as
a dining room, and the second as a snug/TV room. The dining room is spacious, bright, and airy with
plenty of natural light bouncing off the white walls and wooden flooring. The snug is bathed in plentiful
natural light too, though like the living room this snug could equally become very cosy – with the curtains
drawn and some low lighting – the perfect setting for snuggling up on the sofa and watching a movie!

At the end of the entrance hallway, along the rear width of the home is your kitchen, which benefits from
a contemporary design, an abundance of cupboard space, integrated dishwasher, and large Belling
cooker featuring double oven, grill, warming drawer, and a seven-plate gas hob. The neutral colour
scheme and tiled light beige flooring ensure the kitchen is bright and practical yet homely too. A handy
breakfast bar sits at one end of the kitchen, providing a perfect spot for socialising with family and
friends while cooking up a feast on the large Belling cooker!

In addition to the internal downstairs space, the property benefits from an external utility room where
the washer and dryer can be kept out of the way. This utility space is home to the boiler too; the home is
heated via an oil-based system with the oil tank being stored out of sight in the garden. The Belling
cooker in the kitchen is powered by Calor gas.

The Character Continues Upstairs…
Carpeted stairs lead up to the spacious landing which is decorated with a modern grey two tone – the
walls painted a light grey while the skirtings, architraves and spindles are a stylish and contrasting
anthracite grey. More exposed beams can be found here too, bringing the period nature of the property
in balance with today’s modern décor, with the beams being presented in the contemporary anthracite
grey.

Three of the four bedrooms are doubles, with the master benefitting from an en-suite too, featuring a
three-piece suite including shower, wash basin and WC. Each of the bedrooms gives a nod to the
heritage of the property, from beams to quirky windows, uniquely shaped rooms, and sloped ceilings.

In the spacious family bathroom, feature ceramic floor tiles of a natural stone aesthetic bring contrast
to the lighter beige tiled walls, and a feature beam that looks like a tree trunk adds even more
character! The four-piece suite consists of a walk-in shower, bath, wash basin and WC.

Rural, Secluded, & Equestrian
The private front garden is perfect for all the family, with a rustic stone patio and decked area providing
a lovely spot for outdoor dining and drinks for the adults in the warmer months, while the lawn and
playhouse provide plenty of potential fun for the kids. Bordered by a stone wall and high wooden gate,
the garden provides plenty of privacy. However, owing to the rural and secluded environment, the only
people nearby are a handful of neighbours, plus horses and sheep!

As well as the peace and quietude of the countryside setting, this property offers an excellent
opportunity to acquire your own private equestrian facilities. With the property comes three stables, a
tack room, turning pen,  workshop/garage,  ample external  space for  around 4-5 cars or
outdoor/equestrian equipment, plus three acres of grazing land which is currently arranged as two
fields to the southwest of the home.

The village of Hoddlesden is also nearby, providing access to village amenities and the Ranken pub.
Darwen and Blackburn offer a wider ranger of amenities to the north, as does Bolton to the south.
