Upon entering the property you are welcomed into the kitchen, which
benef i ts  f rom dua l -aspect  w indows to  the  f ront  and  s ide
elevations,allowing plenty of natural light to flow through the space.The
kitchen is fully fitted with a range of wall and base units providing
ample storage, along with generous worktop space. It features a gas
oven and hob and extractor hood above, with tiled flooring and neutral
decor throughout. There is also space for appliances including a
dishwasher and washing machine.

Leading off the kitchen to the left is a good sized and beautifully light
lounge, enhanced by a large bay window that allows plenty of natural
light. The space is centered around a gas fire with an attractive wooden
surround.
The bathroom has been fully refurbished and features modern PVC
paneling throughout, along with a contemporary white suite and
separate shower cubicle. Off the hallway is a generously sized room
which offers versatile use and could easily function as either a bedroom
or an additional reception room. 
The hallway opens into a larger landing area which could easily be
utilised as a study space, with useful storage under the stairs and there
is a door through to the conservatory, which benefits from UPVC french
doors opening out onto the garden.

To the first floor are two double bedrooms, both benefiting from built-in
storage, ideal for wardrobes. The main bedroom, being the larger of the
two offers the potential to create an suite, with existing cupboard space
that could be utilised for this purpose.

Externally the property is accessed through double wrought iron gates,
opening onto a graveled frontage and a long driveway providing ample
off-street parking. To the rear of the property is a reconstructed garage,
ideal for storage. The rear garden is spacious and predominately laid to
lawn, with additional storage space located behind the garage.
