Plymouth, Britain's Ocean City, is one of Europe's most vibrant waterfront cities.

It has the largest operational
naval base in Western Europe - HMNB Devonport.

Stoke

for having an abundance of Victorian, Georgian and Edwardian properties within
a conservation area. The area boasts easy access into Plymouth City Centre,
which is only a short drive away and many local bus services run through the area
giving access to all areas across Plymouth.

Plymouth Albion
Rugby Football Club is located within a mile to the south west of Stoke with
Plymouth Argyle Football Club located within a mile to the north east. There are a
number of large recreational areas including the Block House Park, Victoria Park at
Mill Bridge and Devonport Park within the area as well as the Ecological Park
located south of Milehouse Road.
