The accommodation briefly comprises a living room with a bay window, benefiting from the afternoon sun and with views over the
front of the property. There is an open-plan kitchen dining room, separated by a peninsula. The dining area is carpeted and has a
feature fireplace. The kitchen itself has been fitted with a modern range of base and wall-mounted units; appliances include a
freestanding washing machine, an integrated oven, and an electric hob with an extractor over. The kitchen is finished with attractive
tiling and there is a sliding door opening onto a raised decking area.

Upstairs are two bedrooms, bedroom 1 is a comfortable double and has a bay-window. The bathroom has been fitted with a
modern white suite, complemented by attractive tiling and a heated towel rail.

Outside, the front of the property has a gravelled driveway and a pathway leading to the main entrance. There is also a garage
located at the foot of the garden, offering scope to convert to a home office with vehicular and pedestrian access back to Cromwell
Road. The garden itself measures 62ft x 14ft, is mainly laid to lawn and has two decking areas, well suited to alfresco dining.

The property enjoys a near central position in Romsey Town and is available with the added benefit of no onward chain.
