The Location

Westbourne Place sits in the very centre of Mumbles — a location that combines village warmth with coastal energy.

Boutiques, galleries and independent cafés line Newton Road and the seafront promenade, all within approximately 200-400 metres. The
sweeping curve of Swansea Bay begins just a short stroll away, with the promenade offering miles of coastal walking and cycling towards
Swansea (approx. 5 miles).

For beach days, Langland Bay is approximately 1 mile away, with its iconic beach huts and brasserie, while Caswell Bay lies a little further
along the coast at around 1.5 miles. Both form part of the breathtaking Gower Peninsula, the UK's first Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty,
offering cliff walks, hidden coves and open countryside within easy reach.

Underhill Park (approx. 500 metres) provides tennis courts, football pitches and open green space. Mumbles Cricket Club and sailing facili-
ties are also close by, reinforcing the area’s strong sense of community.

The property falls within well-regarded local school catchments, with Newton Primary School approximately 0.7 miles away and Bishop-
ston Comprehensive School approximately 3 miles away.

For commuting, Swansea city centre is around 5 miles distant, Singleton Hospital approximately 3 miles, and Swansea University's Sin-
gleton Campus around 3.5 miles. The M4 motorway (Junction 47) can be reached in approximately 20-25 minutes, linking efficiently to
Cardiff, Bristol and beyond.

Living here means having the sea at the end of the road, excellent coffee within minutes, and countryside on your doorstep — all without
relinquishing convenience.
