Offering driveway parking,
flexible living space and a superb Southerly facing
rear garden, this property is perfectly suited to modern
family life.

Internally, the accommodation is bright and
thoughtfully arranged across two floors. The ground
floor is centred around a naturally light dual aspect
sitting/dining room, complete with wood flooring and
sliding doors leading into the conservatory, creating an
ideal space for both everyday living and entertaining.

The kitchen is well appointed, featuring fitted units,
quality work surfaces and pleasant views over the
private rear garden.

Upstairs, there are three well proportioned bedrooms,
including two doubles and a generous third. The
principal bedroom benefits from views to the rear,
while the family bathroom is both bright and well
presented.

Externally the rear garden is a particular highlight,
enjoying a Southerly aspect, with a patio area which
leads onto a large lawn, ideal for outdoor dining,
children’s play and entertaining

Homefield Gardens is ideally situated for convenient
access to nearby Tadworth village and Tattenham
Corner, both offering an excellent range of local
shops, supermarkets, restaurants, cafés and mainline
train stations.

The area is well served by a number of highly

regarded schools, catering to both primary and
secondary education.

For outdoor pursuits, the acres of open countryside at
Epsom Downs and Walton Heath are close by,
providing a wealth of scenic walks and leisure
opportunities.

The nearby A217 offers straightforward road links to
larger surrounding towns, as well as the M25 (Junction
