Further noteworthy points to mention with this property include
access to a private driveway at the front providing ample
parking.

The property is a short drive (0.9 Miles) from the heart of the
village with its excellent High Street shopping that includes a
Waitrose Supermarket and the M&S Simply Food store. The
village also has numerous high quality cafes and restaurants. 

Nearby the open spaces of the Lavender Fields and Banstead
Downs provide beautiful walks and cycling routes and Oaks Park
and Epsom Downs are also easily reached. The A217 provides
an arterial route to London and the M25 motorway at Reigate
Hill (J8) and there are rail services at Banstead Station some 1.5
miles away. In short, the property enjoys an ideal location for
accessing the area's many cultural, leisure and sport venues.
