The property comprises an entrance hall with doors to the front
aspect living room with bay window with plantation shutters and
a cast iron feature fireplace, dining room with large understairs
cupboards and a well presented kitchen with door to a decked
terrace, which is the perfect space for alfresco entertaining. The
ground floor is completed by a modern and smart shower room.

On the first floor are two wonderfully proportioned double
bedrooms and a loft hatch with ladder staircase providing access
to the large boarded loft space with window, that provides
significant scope for a full conversion if desired.

Outside to the front there are residents parking bays just meters
from the front gate, located on Long Grove Road. The unique
wrap around garden which is mainly laid to lawn with mature
planting and screening and decked terrace which is ideal for al
fresco dining.

The town centre and railway station are approximately 0.6 miles
away, with a public footpath at the bottom of Manor Green Road

that provides easy walking access to the station, which takes on
average around 12 minutes.

Epsom is a popular commuter town, located to the south west of
London and offers a good mix of state and independent schools
for all age groups. Also close by is Epsom Downs, the home of
The Derby. The M25 (Junction 9) is a short drive away giving
access to both Heathrow and Gatwick international airports.
