On the second floor is an impressive principal bedroom suite
fitted with ample storage, a large ensuite shower room and
great elevated views of the development,

Further noteworthy points to mention about this property
include; allocated parking for two vehicles to the front and a
fully enclosed rear garden that enjoys one of the most private
positions. 

The main reception room seamlessly links to the garden, which
is ideal for al-fresco entertaining or enjoying a drink at the end
of a long day, the garden is offering two defined areas with
ample artificial lawned area and paved patio and smart timber
decked seating area with space for a garden store.

access to public transport.
