This fine home has been cleverly extended in the past
and offers flexible accommodation with a beautiful feel and
presentation throughout.

Stepping through the enclosed entrance porch and into the
welcoming central entrance hallway, it immediately becomes
clear just how versatile and flexible this home is. The 17ft x 17ft
living room is the first room that draws your eye with its oak
flooring that flows throughout the majority of the downstairs
and its fireplace that really is the centre piece of this room.

The modern fitted kitchen links directly to the dining room,
making a very practical entertaining space within its own right
but also cementing it as the heart of this home from a family
perspective too.

There is a generous utility room and a work from home study
that could also double as a fifth bedroom due to the fact that
there is an ensuite cloakroom that completes the ground floor,
so its safe to say that there is more than meets the eye with this
property.

The impressive accommodation continues on the first floor with
a generous principal bedroom that enjoys a large ensuite
shower room. There are three further spacious bedroom that
can all accommodate double beds and a good sized family
bathroom.

Outside there is a driveway with parking, fully enclosed rear
garden and a detached garden studio which measures 28ft and
could be utilised as a den, playroom, home office or even a
home gym.

The Hawthorns is a small cul-de sac which is strategically
nestled between the charming Ewell village and the bustling

Stoneleigh Broadway, ensuring convenient access to an array of
shops, amenities, excellent commuting facilities and a plethora
of highly regarded schools.

The highly desirable Ewell Village has a rich background dating
back to the Bronze age and at the end of the middle ages King
Henry VIII established Nonsuch Palace (now Nonsuch Park) in
1538. The High Street offers a variety of shops, restaurants,
cafés and pubs. Bourne Hall hosts a public library, subterranean
theatre, gymnasium, café, and local museum. It regularly holds
gatherings such as fayres and exhibitions. 

In the heart of the village lies the picturesque Hogsmill river
leading up to the nature reserve. There are a range of popular
local schools and of course both Ewell East and West stations
(zone 6) offer easy access to London with Waterloo and Victoria
taking approximately 40 minutes.
