One of the key parts to
this property is the approx 100ft plus rear garden which is a
haven for wildlife and enjoys a great deal of privacy. To the
front there is a driveway with off street parking providing access
to an attached garage that provides scope to extend STPP.

Morden and Wimbledon Town Centres are within easy reach
with excellent transport links into the City of London, including
Thameslink Line, Northern Line Underground Stations and
Tramlink Services. There are several Ofsted rated 'Good'
Primary schools all within one mile.
