Ground Floor

The front door opens to an entrance hall where
there is a storage cupboard and opens directly
to the reception spaces. Open plan and
therefore triple aspect with windows to the
front, rear and side, the dining area and living
room are very light and airy spaces. The living
room has a cast iron wood burning stove with
fitted cupboards and cabinets to either side.
