Ground Floor

The front door opens to the entrance hall which has stairs rising
to the first floor and a door opening to the principal reception
space which includes a bay window to the front with fitted
shutters and a chimney with a recessed cast iron wood burning
stove with shelving to either side. Within the main reception
there is solid wood stripped floorboard and a second chimney
breast with a feature open grate fireplace. From here double

Lower Ground Floor

Stairs from the principal reception room descend to the lower
ground floor which the current sellers use as a playroom but
could easily be an occasional bedroom, gym or home office.

First Floor

The first floor landing has doors opening to bedrooms one and
three which are both of excellent double proportions. Bedroom
three has the advantage of two windows to the rear with
panoramic views over the rear garden while bedroom one has a
window to the front and a feature fireplace.
