Stoke-on-Trent train station is just a 20
minute journey by car. Situated on the West Coast
main line, the station offers routes fo London
Euston, Manchester Piccadilly and Bournemouth in
addition to Crewe and Derby. Air fravel is covered
by East Midlands Airport, around a 50 minute drive
via the A50.

Nature lovers will appreciate nearby green spaces
and walking paths. Harstfon Wood, close by in
Froghall, is a small but charming ancient woodland
reserve. The broader Staffordshire Moorlands
countryside offers many more opportunities for
walks, cycling and rural exploration.
