Sympathetically renovated by the current owners,
the cottage effortlessly combines rustic charm with
modern comforfs. A welcoming enfrance porch
offers a practical space for kicking off muddy boots
after countryside adventures.

Inside, the home boasts three inviting reception
rooms. A recently added lounge is a real highlight,
featuring vaulted ceilings, original beams, a log
burner, and direct access to the garden—perfect for
enjoying cosy evenings year-round. The dining
room creates a warm, intimate ambiance with
bespoke shutters, a log burner, and charming
period details throughout. A separate lounge also
boasts direct access onto the stone patio and offers
further versatile living accommodation. The
countfry-style kitchen is fitted with wooden cabinetry
and granite worktops.

Upstairs, the cottage continues fo delight with two
well-proporfioned double bedrooms and a stylish
bathroom, complete with a freestanding claw-foot
roll-fop bath and eleganft fittings that reflect the
home's heritage.

Location

Onecote is a small village that lies within The Peak
District National Park with attractively properties
built in local sandstone. There is a popular pub as
well as a Georgian style church af the centre.

Onecofe is a 10 minute drive from the fthriving
market fown of Leek which offers a refreshing
alternative to from modern shopping malls and
has a wealth of independent shops, including
former silk mills housing antique and reproduction
pine centfres, as well as fraditional and
contemporary furnishings.

Delicious local produce can be found in abundance
at tfraditional butchers, bakers, greengrocers,
delicatessens and cafes. Leek is also home to
speciality producers of condiments, confectionery,
preserves, wine, whisky, craff beers and the
traditional Staffordshire oatcake.

Traditional markets abound, both indoors in the
beautifully restored Victorian Butter Market and
outdoors in the Market Place, offering everything
from general goods, anfiques and collectables fo
fine foods and special 'Totally Locally' Sunday
markefs. And when it comes to wining and dining,
you can choose from a tempting selection of cafés,
real ale pubs and resfaurants.

Further afield, you'll find the unique, tooth-like rock
formations of The Roaches, Rudyard Lake with its
picturesque setfting and narrow gauge railway and



Tittesworth Water, a popular and accessible
attraction for visitors of all ages.

The location offers excellent access to the Peak
District National Park, an area of outstanding
nafural beauty famed for its walking, cycling and
wildlife watching. Steep limestone valleys like
Dovedale, with its stepping stones, and Lathkill Dale,
draw visitors from around the world.

Educationally, the area is well-served by a range of
highly regarded schools. These include Leek First
School, Westwood First School, and Westwood
College. Notable independent options such as St
Anselm’s in Bakewell (Tatfler Prep School of the Year
2021), Abbotsholme School, and Denstone College
are within reasonable fravelling distance.

The nearest train stations to Leek are Stoke-on-
Trent (12 miles), Macclesfield (13 miles) and Buxfon
(13 miles), providing direct services to Manchester,
Sheffield and London, the latter reached in around
95 minutes. Manchester International Airport is
within 30 miles.

Step into the inviting entrance porch featuring a
charming quarry tiled floor and a double-glazed
window to the side. The oak front door opens info
the home, accentuated by a ceiling light and an
exposed stone lintel over the inner door.

Dining Room

The spacious dining room confinues the theme of
exposed wooden flooring and features a radiator
for comfort. Two UPVC double-glazed windows
with wooden sills illuminate the space, while wall
lights enhance the ambiance. A beautiful chimney
breast showcases exposed brick, with a raised
hearth that houses a log burner. The room is
adorned with exposed beams and provides access
to the kitchen and lounge.

Kitchen

The lounge is a stunning highlight of the property,
boasting a vaulted ceiling with exposed beams and

This fraditional kifchen is bespoke with wooden wall
and base unifs fopped with granite work surfaces. It



includes a sink unit with a granite drainer and space
for cooking appliances beneath an exfractor hood.
A UPVC double-glazed window offers views to the
side, while there is space for a fridge freezer
housed within the units. A radiator and latch
wooden doors lead to a storage area featuring
tiled flooring and inset spot lighting, with access fo
the dining room through a latch door.

Sitting Room

The sitting room features an appealing exposed
chimney breast and raised hearth, with an exposed
beam mantle above and an inviting log-burning
fire. The room showcases oak flooring and has oak
latch doors leading to the inner hallway and kitchen.
With three wall lights, a UPVC double-glazed
window, and French doors leading directly fo the
garden, this space is perfect for relaxation or
entertaining.

Hallway

The hallway contfinues the theme of exposed
wooden flooring and features stairs leading to the
first floor, along with a storage space.

First Floor Landing

The landing is fitfted with carpet and featfures a
ceiling light, loff access, and a storage cupboard
housing the boiler. Access to the main bedroom is
provided through an oak lafch door.

This generously sized main bedroom is fitfed with
carpet, features a radiator, and has a ceiling light.
UPVC double-glazed windows offer views fo the
rear and side, along with a sforage cupboard over
the stairs.

Another spacious double room, this bedroom
includes a fitted carpet, radiator, ceiling light, and a
UPVC double-glazed window to the side.
