Upstairs, the property continues to impress with two spacious double bedrooms and a beautifully appointed family bathroom featuring a freestanding bath and separate shower cubicle.

Externally, the home enjoys a terraced rear garden providing access to a fully insulated studio and garage, both with electric supply — ideal for home working, hobbies or additional storage. The garage leads onto a rear driveway, offering off-road parking
for one vehicle.

The current owners have invested in a new roof, and the property further benefits from gas central heating throughout. There is also excellent potential to extend into the loft (subject to the usual planning permissions), as neighbouring properties have
successfully done.
