General Specification:

Electrical Work:

All electrical work to be undertaken by an Approved Body and Approved Certifier registered

under the SELECT Registration Scheme or any equal approved Scheme for Certification of

Construction (Electrical Installations to BS7671: 2018) in accordance with the requirements

of the Building (Scotland) Act 2003 Building (Procedure) (Scotland) Regulations 2010. All

electrical work to be carried out in accordance with the latest edition of the IET Wiring

Regulations. The Approved Certifier is to issue a Certificate of Construction along with the

Scheme Checklist and appropriate British Standard (BS) Certification to the building owner to

support the Completion Certificate for the work carried out on completion of the works.

Electrical sockets fitted to the separating walls to be surface mounted.

Outlets and controls of electrical fixtures and systems should be positioned at least

350mm from any internal corner, projecting wall or similar obstruction and, unless the need

for a higher location can be demonstrated, not more than 1.2m above floor level. This

would include fixtures such as sockets, switches, fire alarm call points and timer controls or

programmers. Within this height range:

• light switches should be positioned at a height of

between 900mm and 1.1m above floor level

• standard switched or unswitched socket outlets and outlets for other services such as

telephone or television should be positioned at least 400mm above floor level. Above

an obstruction, such as a worktop, fixtures should be at least 150mm above the 

projecting surface in accommodation specifically intended for wheelchair users, such 

as accessible bedrooms, operable controls should be located at a height of not more 

than 1.0m above floor level.

Where sockets are concealed, such as to the rear of built-in appliances, or obstructed by

built-in furniture, separate switching should be provided in an accessible position, to allow

appliances to be isolated.

Ventilation.

Rooms generally naturally ventilated. Existing ventilation to all rooms to be unaffected by the

works.

New Partitions.

New partitions to be constructed in Gypframe 70mm metal stud framing lined with 12.5mm

SounBloc plasterboard.  Voids infilled with 50mm Acoustic Partition Roll.

Doors and frames.

New doors to be veneered solid core doors hung on one and a half pairs of hinges in

softwood frames.  Ironmongery generally to be satin stainless steel lever latch type.

Heating and Hot Water Installation.

Existing electric space heating system to be retained; heaters to be re-positioned as

indicated to suit new layout.  Hot water installation to re-use existing hot water heater.

Fire Alarm.

To BS 5839: Part 1: 2017, Category L1 fire alarm system to be fitted within units, with

detector / sounders placed in escape routes, all rooms opening off escape routes and areas

of increased ignition hazard.  Alarm systems and control panels to be fitted and maintained

by specialist.

Intruder Alarm.

Grade 2 wireless intruder alarm system with self actuating externally mounted sounder /

strobe light to be fitted and maintained by specialist.

The Principal Contractors Duties Under The Construction (Design and Management) Regulations 2015

(CDM 2015).

It will be part of the Principal Contractor's duties to manage the project on behalf of the Client during

the construction phase and the Principal Contractor's tender should include for the costs associated for

providing the necessary resources to deliver this service.

Under CDM 2015 the Principal Contractor's management responsibilities consist of planning, monitoring

and co-ordinating the construction phase so that health and safety risks are controlled. The key actions

include:

§ Planning: preparing a construction phase plan that ensures the work is carried out without risk to

health or safety. This must be prepared before works commence on site.

§ Managing: implementing the plan, including facilitating co-operation and co-ordination between

contractors.

§ Monitoring: reviewing, revising and refining the plan and checking work is being carried out safely

and without risks to health.

§ Securing the site: taking steps to prevent unauthorised access to the site by using fencing and

other controls.

§ Providing welfare facilities: making sure that suitable facilities are provided throughout the

construction phase.

§ Providing site induction: giving workers, visitors and others information about risks and rules that

are relevant to the site work and their work.

§ Liaising on design: discussing with the principal designer any design or change to a design.

Pre-Construction review of the works.

The work is considered to be relatively low risk as it utilises traditional building techniques, is fairly

straightforward and should be capable of being handled by a competent and experienced Contractor

who is aware of the need to manage general construction risks associated with this size, type and

complexity of project.

On receipt of the Principal Designer's Pre-Construction Information the Principal Contractor is to prepare

a job-specific Construction Phase Plan. This should include preparing Risk Assessments and Method

Statements for the risks involved in.

The HSE has created a construction phase plan template for those working on small projects. It can be

found in the 'Busy builder' section of the HSE construction website: www.hse.gov.uk/construction. In

addition to this,

CITB has created a free 'CDM Wizard' smartphone and IPAD app to help businesses working on

small-scale projects produce construction phase plans. Details can be found at www.citb.co.uk/cdmregs.

To assist with this, the project's residual risks identified by the Principal Designer and the other

members of the design team are as follows:

§ Diversions or alterations to existing underground services.

§ Connections to public sewers.

§ Deep or abnormal excavations that need protective barriers or need to be shored.

§ Roof work or work at height that could result in falls from height, falls through unprotected

openings and being struck by moving or falling object/materials.

§ Being trapped by collapse or overturning vehicles or plant.

§ Contact with electricity or gas.

§ Manual handling of heavy building blocks (such as those weighing more than 20 kgs).

§ On-site welding.

§ Site traffic routes that do not allow for one-way systems and/or vehicular traffic segregated from

site personnel.

§ Being struck by a moving vehicle.

§ Working on a sloping site.

In addition to this, the Principal Contractor is to provide adequate welfare facilities, safe routes for

deliveries and removal of trades debris and for the persons or vehicles using them and protection to the

public where they may come into contact with the construction work, using barriers where there is high

risk of injury or flicker tape or similar where the risk of injury and / or interference with the works is

low.

The site is to be left in a safe, clean and non-hazardous condition at the end of each working day. All

trades debris must be removed off site at the end of each working day.

It is assumed that the Principal Contractor is competent and familiar with his role and duties under CDM

2015 and he shall take due notice of the guidance given in:

§ Managing health and safety in construction - Guidance on The Construction (Design and

Management) Regulations 2015 (L153) published by HSE

§ Industry guidance for Principal contractors produced by CONIAC (Construction Industry Advisory

Committee).

§ HSE information sheets (Construction series), which covers ladders, scaffolds, welfare

arrangements, work on roofs, PPE, etc. His attention is also drawn to the HSE

publications - “5 Steps to Risk Assessment” and “Protecting the public - your next move”.

As local residences are in close proximity, the Contractor is also advised to take precautions to protect

children from site hazards.
